• Visit the Snake Temple, built in 1850 in memory of the Buddhist 
priest, Choo Sor Kong. Live snakes like to be disciples of the patron 

saint dwell in the temple. 

• Visit OE Diamond factory. Established in 1974 at Bayan Lepas Free 
Industrial Zone and specializes in gold and platinum jewellery set 

with precious gems.     

• Photo stops at the Penang Bridge that measures 13.5 km in length 
that links the island to the mainland.
